Subject: RE: Gander auto-transfer of CPDLC connections to New York

This is to advise that we expect to upgrade the Gander CPDLC process sometime during the week of November 8 so that flights exiting into New York oceanic FIR will no longer require manual re-logons for CPDLC. The transfers will be automated.

It is expected to be evident to the pilot when an auto-transfer occurs, because the pilot's display will indicate the active Center changed to the New York designator (Note the related excerpt below from the NAT Guidance Material below). Therefore pre-notifications to crews are not expected to be critical in any way, but would be a courtesy.  

NAVCANADA does not intend to publish a NOTAM for this.

Related information from the NAT CPDLC Guidance Material paragraph 7.3.7...

"CPDLC transfers to adjacent ATSUs offering CPDLC services should be automatic. Normally, the transfer will occur at or shortly before crossing the OCA/FIR boundary. When the ATSU intends the transfer to take place after the OCA/FIR boundary, standard freetext message 006 (see Appendix F) will be uplinked. When a flight does not receive standard freetext message 006 and crosses and OCA/FIR boundary without the active Center changing to reflect the transfer, flight crews should manually disconnect and logon to the appropriate ATSU."
